How many members belong to the various National Associations ?  
· 8 members replied and they account in total for abt 250,000 members attending regularly the groups at any given time – if stretching the data to the other members who have not replied we assume the total number of members of EMNA could well go beyond 300,000.
What is the percentage of abstinence from alcohol you reckon to have among your clients ?  
· Ranging from a minimum of 70% (FARE Spain) to 90% (AICAT Italy, Vie Libre France, Alcool Assistance France).
Over what kind of period ? 
· Normally one year, except AICAT Italy (2 years)
How many drop-outs in the early stages you reckon to have approximately ? 
· From 15% (Vie Libre) to 30% (FARE Spain) 
Do you foresee the presence of a facilitator in each group ? 
· Yes, in all cases
Is he/she paid ? 
· Only IOGT NTO Sweden, in Italy and Spain only in few cases they get reimbursement of expenses
Percentage of mixed problems (alcohol and illicit drugs,  alcohol and psychic disorders, alcohol and self-prescribed psycho-drugs, immigration, homeless etc.) ? 
· From 20% (AICAT Italy) to 50% (Alcool Assistance France)
Average age ? 
· 45-52 but lowering
Is youth/female presence increasing ? 
· Yes,  in all cases
Do you carry out also prevention activity in the community ?
· Yes, except in Spain 
Do you distribute printed material ? Is it translated also in other languages ? 
· Yes in all cases, not translated only in the case of both the French organizations 
Are you utilizing own residential treatment facilities ? 
· Only  IOGT Sweden, Lankarna, Spain, both the French organizations, to be noted that this increases substantially the cost of the service rendered and makes self financing impossible
Is internal training/updating programmed ? 
· Yes, in all cases, both for families and for facilitators
